As your child prepares to embark on their final term of their GCSEs, the English Department will be 

working closely with them to ensure that they achieve their full potential in this important subject. We are 

extremely proud of how year 11 have approached this year, in particularly their recent mock exams.

As 

part of the final preparations, during the upcoming weeks all year 11 students will be taking part in their 

Spoken Language assessment.

Each student will be given time within lessons and tutor-time to prepare for the assessment, however they 

will be expected to complete the rest of their preparation at home.

We are asking that all students have a completed the preparation of this presentation by Tuesday 29th 

March to ensure that each presentation can be checked by class teachers. Any student who has not
